Dear friends of PCYC

attended PCYC Centres or Blue Light discos when they were young. Many of these people have children who also 
participated at activities and programs delivered by PCYC.  
 
Although to these people, traditional activities like boxing, air rifles and gymnastics are synonymous with PCYC, 
times have changed. While these traditional activities are still offered in many PCYC Centres, our focus has moved 
to the engagement of youth-at-risk through the provision of life skills, intensive mentoring, diversionary programs

employment or re-entry into traditional education.   
 
I am pleased to report that The Federation of PCYC is forging ahead, despite the current uncertainty surrounding 
our future working arrangement with WA Police.  CǊƻƳ ¢ƘŜ CŜŘŜǊŀǘƛƻƴΩǎ ǇŜǊǎǇŜŎǘƛǾŜ ǿŜΩƭƭ ŎƻƴǘƛƴǳŜ ǘƻ ǿƻǊƪ ǿƛǘƘ 
the community in targeting youth-at-risk and in particular those who display anti-social behaviour and are 
disengaged from traditional education. I have recently had various requests and expressions of interest from both 
local councils and likeminded organisations to form partnerships, illustrating that our youth services are still as vital 
and in-demand as ever. 
  
Since the last edition of Intervention we have appointed six new Councillors to the PCYC Council.  I would like to 
take this opportunity to warmly welcome; Michael Dean, Andrew Vlahov, Tim Schwass, Allen Newton, Mark 
Warner and Ashley Taylor to the Council.  These gentlemen bring a wide variety of skills and experience and I have 
high expectations of their involvement and influence in the progression of our organisation over the next few 
years.
